Policy for:
Burrell Award for Province Interaction
I. The Percy Jewett Burrell Award for Province Interaction has been developed to motivate chapters and their members to reach outside the boundaries of their respective institutions, and truly grasp the concepts and ideals of Phi Mu Alpha on a national level, as viewed by one of the most influential members of Sinfonia’s history, Percy Jewett Burrell.

II. Points System

a. Rules:

i. Points will be given to chapters fulfilling requirements of province interaction.  

ii. Points will be calculated from January 1 through December 31

iii. A Member shall be defined as: Collegiate or Probationary Member only, excluding any province officers
iv. Points Event Confirmation Form must be filed online within 1 week of event seeking points.
v. Points shall be either approved or denied and announced within 2 weeks by the Province Governor

vi. Approved points will be posted and totaled on the province website.

vii. For any points to qualify, at least ONE option from the 5, 10, and 15 point categories must be accomplished, within the concurrent year.
viii. For any points to qualify, the chapter must have at least ONE flag possession.

b. Points

i. 5 points shall be given for the following:

1. Per member attending a Province Workshop/ Meeting (up to first five with each additional earning 3 points; host chapter excluded)
2. Per member attending another province 18 chapter event

ii. 10 points shall be given for the following:

1. Chapter Reports postmarked on time

2. Probationary Classes registered within 1 day of pinning.

3. Initiation reports received at Lyrecrest 2 weeks prior to initiation.

4. Each Flag Possession within concurrent year, excluding first.
iii. 15 point shall be given for the following:

1. Per Citation Earned

2. Per Member at Northeast Regional

3. Per Member at an out of province event

iv. 20 points shall be given for the following:

1. Per member visit to Lyrecrest
2. Per member attending Conclave

v. 25 points shall be given for the following:

1. Hosting Province Workshop/ Meeting

2. Per Member at National Assembly

3. Per chapter for a co-sponsored event

III. Flag Rules:

a. Dates:

i. The Capture the flag competition shall begin on January 1 of each year, and end on December 31 of the same year
b. Rules:

i. Points shall be awarded for number of times of possession, not length.

ii. Chapter holding flag on January 1 will not receive points until next possession.

iii. Possession may only be claimed after the following:

1. A time is scheduled between two chapters, first come/ first serve.

2. 4 or more members visit chapter holding flag

3. Members participate with chapter for minimum of 2 hours (ex: meetings, ceremonies, bowling, etc.)

iv. There will be no minimum time length for flag holding

v. Chapters must communicate with province a retrieval of flag within 24 hours of retrieval.

IV. Other Requirements:
a. Chapters in participation MUST be in good standing with the fraternity at time of event in order for points to be awarded.
b. Chapters must submit a semester calendar of events by two weeks after first day of class- Points will not be awarded to a chapter who has not submitted a calendar.
c. Calendars submitted to CPR and Province Governor.

d. Events shall be posted on the Province Website.
e. Changes throughout the semester should be emailed to the Webmaster, and corrected on the website.

f. Chapters will view the province website regularly for information and updates.

V. Awards:

a. Burrell Award for Province Interaction

i. The chapter with the most points received by December 31 of the preceding year will receive an award at Province Workshop.

ii. The Burrell Award will consist of a check for $100.00 and a Plaque presented to the chapter.

iii. In the case of a tie, the chapters with equal points will split the monetary award, each receiving a plaque.

b. Capture the Flag

i. The chapter with the most possessions between January 1 and December 31 of the proceeding year will receive an award at the Province Workshop.

ii. The winner of the Capture the Flag Competition will receive a check for $50.00 and a Trophy as Supreme Flag Capturers.

iii. In the case of a tie, the chapter with the most Burrell Interaction Points will be declared the winner.

VI. OTHER:

a. Revisions to this policy may be proposed at any time and must be approved by the Province Council at a regular meeting as defined in the Province Bylaws.
b. This policy has been created to instill fraternalism as a national ideal in the hearts of the members of Province 18.  All points are seen as friendly competition.  Any chapter acting outside of their roles as Sinfonian’s will lose all points and policy rights.

c. Clerical corrections may be made by the Province Leadership Team as needed.
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
